HOW DO I FIND THOSE PROSPECTIVE MEMBERS?
FIRST:  Prospective members are everywhere!  
SECOND:  Remember we are not a secret organization and that it is OK to talk about your Masonic experiences with family, friends, and coworkers.

THIRD:  Have contact information prominently displayed on your Lodge building and be certain your phone number is in the phonebook.

FOURTH:  Have a Lodge web-site.
FIFTH:  Hold a brain‑storming session with as many Lodge members as you can get together.  Identify who they might know that would make a good Mason, including their own family members. Once you have some names of prospects, contact them and invite them to an activity such as dinner or an information evening ... and don't forget to have a petition with you.

If you decide to invite your prospective members to a "Friendship Night" that involves either a dinner or a potluck, make sure you keep your program short, keep it fun, and don't scare them away with an overload of too much information. Your speaker should be good, prepared, and brief. Resist the temptation to let everybody talk who wants to say something. Have just ONE speaker. Then open it up for questions. Have plenty of time for fellowship, because that will sell more of them than anything else.

Don't get discouraged. Not everyone is going to join. But you will get some, and that's way better than doing nothing.
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
