I am very pleased to have been present when you received your Entered Apprentice Degree and to welcome you to Masonry in Idaho. Hopefully, you found the evening enlightening and inspiring as millions of other men have before you.

During your evening in the Lodge, three important events occurred. First, you were initiated as a member of our Lodge – your Lodge – and no man may call himself a member or a Mason without having been initiated exactly as you were.

Secondly, you received your Entered Apprentice Degree and your first “light” as a Mason.  Symbolically, this suggests that there are still important discoveries ahead of you and much to learn. Unlike some organizations, Masonry uses stories or allegories in teaching a man how to become a Mason and the important lessons in how to live his life well. If the experience was a little different or even unsettling to you, remember becoming a Mason is different. The experiences you discovered in your Entered Apprentice Degree have remained largely unchanged since George Washington was made a Mason.

When you receive your Fellowcraft Degree you will have completed one half of your journey to becoming a Master Mason. We do not, however, mean to suggest that this will conclude your discoveries about Freemasonry.   Many Masons, myself included, have spent many years on a continuing journey of knowledge and discovery learning each day how to be a better man and a better Mason. We hope you will look at the Degrees you receive in a similar light.  We look forward to you returning to Lodge on the date scheduled so we can welcome you as a Fellowcraft in our Lodge.
