Brethren:

Your committee for the Charitable Trust Management Fund has met in December and again in January and will meet quarterly.  We are working diligently to setup the rules to govern how and where we will receive charitable funds, but most importantly, how we will handle the funds after we receive them.  In short, we are still in the process of establishing those rules.  At our next meeting, April 10, 2010 we plan to have these rules developed, a web site page created identifying how donations are received and a form with a process by which formal requests can be made for Trust funds.
Our committee and process is open to conduct business, but also please understand that without a large donation that would really boost the fund, we do not as yet have money to disperse.  To date we have only received money from the license plate registrations and that did not start until the first of this year.  So, it could take a while to build the fund to the point that any money could be considered for dispersal to charitable activities.  Our first goal of management is to build the account to a certain financial level for investment and future sustainment for charitable giving.  The committee is currently collecting information from other jurisdictions and from financial managers to determine what that level should be.

To date, we have established a Charitable Trust Fund bank account for the purpose of receiving and dispersing funds.  I have been told that we have received one payment from the State of Idaho DMV that has been deposited into the Trust account.  This is good news and by our next meeting hopefully our Brethren will have continued to register their vehicles allowing the needed growth to an acceptable level to support the Trust fund.

I hope I have provided enough information to clarify where we are at this point in time.  It is my sincere desire to accomplish this tasking as quickly as possible, lay a solid foundation for the committee, and be of service to the Grand Lodge and the Brethren of this Grand jurisdiction of Idaho.
